1. county seat and nearest town to the Freeman homestead 
2. the county in the path of the drive where Dudley Farm is located

4. a working 18th century operation on part of Captain Dudley’s original plantation 

site 
5. a small river into which the Itchetucknee flows and that flows into the Suwannee 
6. a place where Solomon was not welcome; now Steinhatchee 
7. the site of the first cattle drive’s port 
8. the deep water hole into which Angus fell 
9. fictional name of the crossroad settlement that became Mayo
